Presidents Report (Abridged) for AGM held on November 2, 2009. The past year has been extremely 
busy and successful for the Branch. Membership was increased over 2008, to the highest membership in 
our history. We have more referees in higher grades then ever before, and also more assessors.  
 
First I would like to thank your Executive for their support this year. Each member has done their job and 
more despite the fact we operate in an unconventional way. George as Secretary has kept the paperwork 
in order, RichO as Treasurer has kept our books and membership lists and Bill as VP has extended his 
task as liaison with the Parks and Rec. department, keeping them advised on the condition of the major 
fields in Brampton and any problems with lighting, etc, etc, etc. This is a particularly notable piece of work 
that goes unnoticed ï until we get to September and October and you see how good the condition of the 
fields in Brampton were when compared to everywhere else.  
 
I am pleased to be able tell you that when we get to the elections part of our meeting, George, RichO, 
BillG and I are all happy to stand for re-election.  
 
Two items of particular interest have come to the fore this year.  
 
First of all was the waiver that all referees were required to sign to be accepted as a properly registered 
CSA / OSA referee. Our advice to you was that in our opinion parts of the waiver was poorly worded, but 
that we saw no real problem with it, and that in our opinion it was OK to sign.  
 
The OSRA has since taken legal advice and the advice came to the same conclusion.  
 
The second item is the RFD that was presented to limit referee fees. We will be watching this with interest 
as it unfolds. (The RFD can be viewed here http://www.ontariosoccer.net/Rules/Rules---

Every year, PHSA gives us a grant toward our Education programme. This year, they gave us a directive 
asking that we spend any monies left from their $750.00 Education Grant after the Education has been 
paid for be spent on Mentoring and Assessing. Your Executive believes that all games should be 
assessable, so we are happy to oblige this request.  

Iôm proud and pleased to tell you that in 2009 we have far exceeded the Districts request, we spent 
$356.00 on Education (in addition, the OSRA paid for two of our Education sessions as part of their

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Education programme), and we spent $1400.00 paying our Branches assessors to attend all Ontario Cup 
Round Robin Tournaments and Quarter Final games in our area, in addition to doing the same at a 
variety of local tournaments and local league cup finals also  in our catchment area, also not forgetting 
that many of our experienced referees that have been mentoring our new referees in the past year. 
Thanks to all who have helped in this programme.  

Our regular Branch Meetings held between January and May were all well attended, on a couple of 
occasions the room was bulging. Thanks to all the members who purchased raffle tickets and equipment, 
and a big thank you to all the people who supplied many and excellent raffle prizes. The additional funds 
raised have all been ploughed back into the Branch for your benefit, coffee and snacks at meetings, food 
like you see before you at the AGM, Awards Night and Kick off Meetings.  

At this point I would like to recognize some achievements of our branch this year. We entered a team in 
The Scarborough Refereesô Indoor Soccer Tournament, and for the second year running we won the 
tournament. Thanks to Graham and RichO for organizing this, to our players for representing the branch 
and also to Peter Beckett and his BAS Masters team for the pre-tournament practice game.  

This year we had an unprecedented four names put forward for the Young Referee of the Year Award, all 
with good merit. As we like to encourage our young referees as much as possible, we decided to 
recognize all of them, so congratulations to Lawrence Addo, Jannesa Matis, Heston Abdilla and Dale 
Hoyano on being our Young Referees of the Year. Neil Westwater was the unanimous choice for our 
Referee of the Year. Neil was a player of some repute, and has successfully made the transition to 
Referee over the past couple of years, successfully gaining his C2 (Regional) upgrade at the end of 2008.  

We have several members that participated in OSA upgrading programmes this year, and I wish you all 
good luck and hope that all of your names are on the right side of the OSA list when it is published before 
Christmas. Rich Oliveira was appointed to run line at the CSL Cup Final at BMO Field. He has also been 
appointed to the middle of the OUA Cup Final. Congratulations to Rich on these prestigious 
appointments.  

Also congratulations to Neil Westwater on his appointment to the BAS Cup Final and Inter County 
Premier Final, Graham Elder on his appointment to the HPSSL (o30 men) Courage Cup Final and LRSL 
Cup Final. Congratulations to all the other officials at these games, and also to all the officials appointed 
to the Finals of other leagues and competitions in our area.  

I have to bring you up to date on what is happening at the OSRA provincial level. You are all aware that 
there are major changes needed to meet the changing needs of the membership and also the various 
organizations we deal with. The archaic infrastructure and outdated methods we use are in need of major 
overhaul, and costs need to be considerably reduced. No doubt you have already heard that Halton 
Branch have held an SGM and voted to withdraw from membership of the OSRA, and other Branches are 
considering following suit.  
 
Your Executive have considered our position, and currently we are of the opinion that we need to give the 
OSRA a bit more time to overhaul themselves, we recognize that it cannot be done in five minutes. 
Having said that, the clock is ticking, and we are watching with great interest to see what proposals are 
forthcoming.  
 
Two things to close. First is to wish a speedy recovery to Danny Shields, who has recently had 
replacement knee surgery. If you want to know the gory details, Iôm sure Danny will be happy to oblige.  
 
Finally, I have to report a serious referee assault. At an Indoor game on October 18, after issuing a player 
a red card, the player walked past me, came back and head butted me. The game was immediately 
abandoned. However, on getting home, I noticed that the sight in my left eye was not right. The next 
morning, I had no sight at all in my left eye.  
 
I went to see my opthalmist, who sent me to the emergency room. Transpires I had a detached retina 
which required emergency surgery to save the sight in that eye. That is why I have been squinting all 
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through this meeting. My eye is still bruised and swollen, and I currently still do not have vision in the eye, 
although I can see light, and extremely blurred shape and movement, which is exactly what the doctor 
says I should see at this point in time.  
 
Now I have to say that Pete Beckett, President of BAS, has been extremely supportive in helping me with 
the necessary paperwork, and attended the police station with me, as did PHSA Discipline Chair Paula 
Phillips when I reported what had happened. The Police are now investigating the complaint, and I will 
keep you informed as to what transpires.  
 
It goes without saying the player has been suspended from all Soccer activity until he has his hearing, 
which will be after the police have completed their investigation and any court action taken is completed. 
Andrew Backer and Brett Knox at the OSA have also been in touch, and have said that I will be covered 
under the OSA insurance.

I have some bad news and some good news. 
 
My surgeon is not happy with my knee. He is putting me 
under on Mon. Nov. 23rd 
and will manually manipulate my knee to try and loosen it. 
 
Without this he told me there is a good chance I will have a 
stiff knee and limp for the rest of my life. Apparently what 
has happened to me happens to a small % of knee 
replacement patients. 
 
Lucky me! 
 
I will be in hospital for 3 to 4 days. Good news is that if I end up with a permanent limp I 
can get a disabled parking permit and have front row parking at every mall!!With Xmas 
coming thats got to be worth its weight in gold. 
 
Update on Rich Carman (November 17) 
 
 Just back home from my check up with Dr Muni at St Mikes 
é 
 
The retina in my left eye has successfully reattached and Dr 
Muni is very happy with my progress to date, unfortunately 
he has found that there is a small tear in my lower vision 
that needs to be taken care of. 
 
Dr Muni has stressed this is not a step backwards, he is confident sight in my left eye 
will be restored sooner rather than later. Soé

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Surgery (in and out the same day) has been scheduled for Thursday November 26. This 
procedure is not as complicated as my initial surgery, but does involve the insertion of 
silicon oil into my left eye. A third operation will be needed in 6-12 months to remove the 
silicon oil. 
 
Once again I am restricted to sleeping on my belly, and have to keep looking down as 
much as possible over the next 2-3 weeks. Oh Joy! 
 
Obviously Iôm feeling a bit ñdownò at the moment at this news, but being the brave little 
soldier that I am, Iôm gonna have some (liquid) lunch, keep smiling and try to keep 
myself occupied. 
 
Update on Rich Carman (November 20) 
 
Well that was a fun couple of days! 
 
At 7.00pm on Wednesday evening as I was washing up after dinner, I had a phone call 
from Dr Muniôs assistant, could I be at his office at 7.30am the next morning, as they 
could fit me in for my operation due to a cancellation. 
 
Of course I said yes. Who needs the stress of waiting a week for an operation? 
 
So I walked down to our local Walmart to get my prescription filled. Great joy there, the 
mighty Walmart do not have two of the four prescriptions I need. So I go to Shoppers 
Drug where they do have all I need. I go home and start the course of anti biotic pre-op 
eye drops immediately.  
 
MrsC drops me off at the GO station at 6.30am on Thursday and I get the train to Union 
Station and walk up top St. Mikes. Itôs bucketing down with rain, I get there just after 
7.20am and I am immediately seen by Dr Muni and his staff, who go through all the pre-
op staff they have to do these days.  
 
At 9.30am I am placed into a hospital ward, not the Day op ward. No sooner am I in my 
gown and laying on my bed, I have a steady stream of visitors. Blood tests, chest x-ray, 
CTscan, EKG test, Blood sugar test, blood pressure taken (frequently), more questions, 
ask the same questions I was asked earlier (despite the fact the sheet with the answers 
I had given earlier were in the binder the person now asking questions was holding). 
 
AT 1.00pm I call Mr Munton to let him know I would not be ready for pick up as 
anticipated. Nobody can tell me when that will be, that I might even be in overnight! 
 
3.00pm and Iôm wheeled down to the OR. Guess what. That binder, with two sets of the 
same questions is on my trolley. I have a peak at the contents as Iôm in the corridor all 
alone with nothing to do. Out comes the anesthesiologist and asks all the same 
questions again. He gets ticked with me cos I answer ñthe same as when I was asked 
this morning on the ward, the sheets in that binderò. He makes some comment so I 
retort ñfunnily enough, those same questions were also asked first thing this morning at 
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pre-op, thatôs the second piece of paper in the binder. Nothing has changed since, 
except the number of times Iôve been asked the same questions.ò 
Anyway, the operation is done and afterwards Dr Muni is ecstatic with how it went. 
Once Iôm back on the ward, Iôm told that as I have to be checked by Dr Muni at 7.30am 
the next morning, I can stay in overnight. I ring MrsC to tell her the news. 
 
Then they bring me dinner. Iôm starving ï havenôt eaten or drank anything for 24 hours 
at this point. It smells good, and itôs gone in a few bites. Thatôs when I found out I was in 
the kidney transplant room. My room mates are not allowed to eat anything and all are 
complaining at how good it smells J. 
 
Around 11.00pm the pain kicks in. My eyeball feels like it is going to explode. The nurse 
brings me some T-3 and it takes about 45 minutes to kick in. I have to keep my face 
down, so I have to sleep face down on my tummy, so Iôm not that comfy to start with. I 
drift off to sleep, only to be constantly woken by the bells and whistles of the toys affixed 
to all my room mates.  
 
Dr Muni sees me at 7.30am, rips of my eye patch and bandage, give the old eyeball a 
thorough checking and pronounces his satisfaction with what he sees. Surprisingly, I 
can also see out of my left eye now ï more then I could on Wednesday, but still fuzzy 
and unfocused. Dr Muni says this will improve rapidly over the next few weeks. 
 
 I have a check up scheduled for Dec 4, and there will be another operation required in 
6-12 months. 
 
So the saga continuesé 
 
As you can see from their updates, Danny and RichC are putting a brave face on the 
complications to their injuries. We wish them both a speedy recovery and hope to see 
them back in uniform soon.
