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The Regional Referee Upgrading Program is designed for District Referees, 18 years of age and 

older, who are seeking promotion to the Regional List of Referees in Ontario.  Referees entering 

this program must also have been a District Referee (Class 4 and/or Class 3) for a minimum of 2 

years.   

 

It is required that the applicant send in their application form and a copy of their assessment by, 

at minimum, a District Assessor the season prior to taking the course. 

 

Referees who are looking to enroll within this course must pass both their fitness and written tests 

prior to the commencement of the course (no exceptions - including injuries). The OSA has 

tentatively set a date and location for all the Ontario candidates accepted into this program to run 

the fitness test and write the Regional Upgrading Exam. The tentative date is April 24th, 2010 and 

all candidates will be expected to attend. We are waiting on confirmation of permits for a fitness 

track.   

 

For those who pass the required fitness test and written exam, they will then be invited to attend 

the two day in-service training session which is being held on May 29th & 30th.
