Huronia District Soccer Referee Association has always had an excellent relationship 
with the local OSA district - Huronia District Soccer Association.  We are currently in the 
process of continuing to work closely with the local District by producing a single source 
for referee information within the District.  This source will be the HDSRA website 
(www.hdsra.com).    
 
This site was designed and maintained by a local referee, Steve DeMedeiros, from 
Alliston.  The Branch's Referee-in-Chief (John Wood) has been designated as the 
primary game appointer for the District games by the DRC (Klaus Baumfeld (also an 
OSRA / HDSRA member)) and the District Executive.  
 
Our local RIC receives a stipend from the HDSA for the local game assignments, in 
addition to the fee per appointment per game that is received from outside District 
leagues.   
 
All game relevant appointments will be through this website.  The District is considering 
paying for a portion of this website and for the game assignment program 
(www.refselect.com) that will, hopefully, be trialed this season.   
 
All referees, members and non-members, within the District will be allowed to access 
the game schedule and make requests in accordance with the OSA Policy.  The DRC 
can make override changes through the RIC to allow for assessment requirements or

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for other reasons.  The Branch and the DRC will be working very closely to make sure 
those who need assessments will receive them.   It is hoped that having non-members 
use the HDSRA site as the local referee information and assignment site, there will be 
an increased incentive for membership in the HDSRA. 
  
In addition, we are hoping to be more active on the mentoring of the upgrading referees 
and those less experienced who are showing promise.  Our membership numbers and 
the extremely broad area of Huronia (stretching from Bracebridge to Tottenham / 
Bradford  and from Collingwood to Barrie / Orillia) makes this a difficult task.   

Our members will once again go the various regions of Huronia to provide refresher 
sessions before the season commences ï volunteers helping to improve refereeing in 
Huronia for today and the future.
